Located deep within one of
Venezuela’s National Parks,
Carambola consists of a
unique contrast between, on
the one side, an unbelievably
rich habitat, ideal for juvenile
tarpon, and on the other side
huge expanses of deserted

white sand beaches where
huge adult fish pursue the
shoals of mullet and bait fish.

Inside the lagoon the action
is fast and furious. Assisted
by your individual guide and
skiff, you will be presented
with the sight of at times
literally hundreds of fish
breaking the surface. With
the possibility of 20 to 40
strikes every morning, each
one with the savagery and
force typical of tarpon, and
ranging in size from one to
40lbs the sport available on a
seven weight rod is almost
unparalleled. Trying is
believing and here you
cannot fail but become a
convert.

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The Area

Situated on a narrow shoal of land between the ocean
and Carambola Lagoon, the lodge represents one of the
most exclusive locations to either fish or holiday in the
entire Caribbean.
